Directions and Map to Cookout 
Turn the page to see a map to the cookout site at

9334 Motz Rd.  The map begins at the intersection of
Hwy 65 and St. Wendel Rd.  To get to this area, first go
out Hwy 66 (Diamond Avenue) to the stoplight at Hwy 65
(also known as “Big Cynthiana Rd.”).  The sign indicates
you are headed to Cynthiana.  St. Wendel Rd. is about 4
miles north.  A flashing yellow caution light marks the St.
Wendel turnoff.  There is a fire station on the corner to
the left.  Motz Rd. is one-half mile past the German
township water tower.  See the  directions below for
what to do when you get to Motz Rd.

You can also get to Motz Rd. by going north on US-
41, Green River Rd., or I-164 to Boonville-New Harmony
Rd.   Go west on Boonville-New Harmony Rd. to Hwy 65.
There is flashing red light (STOP!) At Hwy 65—cross
traffic does not stop!  Continue on Boonville-New
Harmony for exactly one mile beyond Hwy 65, and you
will come to Buente Rd.  Turn left (south) on Buente, and
go about one and a third miles to its end at St. Wendel
Rd.  Turn right on St. Wendel.  The second road to the
left, exactly 0.6 mile farther, is Motz Rd.  Turn left on

Motz and drive down to the bottom of the hill, about
0.25 mile, to the driveway on the left for 9334 Motz.
The driveway goes past a log house with a red roof, up
a hill and into the woods.  Our place is up that hill.  See
you there!
